Green and Gold Leadership Series

Students who are just beginning to explore their interest in
becoming a leader can participate in the Green series of
leadership seminars.

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First Year Student Housing

Starting Out

Campus Life & Leadership offers first year student housing in
three traditional, corridor style residence halls. Corridor style living
provides a greater opportunity for students to make friends, and
get involved and become part of the community. All student
housing is co-educational by floor (each floor houses men or
women).

Most of our Learning Communities are located in our first-year
buildings. Students in learning communities share a common
interest or major, and reside near each other. In addition to
coursework, learning community members also share common out
-of-classroom experiences helping to deepen their learning and
friendships.

A unique characteristic of Le Moyne’s housing is the opportunity
for students to move as a class from year to year as they move to
their new housing assignments. This helps build class identity and
continue the friendships that were started in our student’s
freshmen year.

Students traditionally move from the corridor-style housing they
shared as first-year students to clusters or suites as sophomores
and juniors and then to apartment style housing as they become
seniors.

Students in apartment style housing do not need to purchase a
meal plan (although that is always an option). Apartment style
housing on campus provides students with their own kitchen, more
space and the chance to live independently.
