As you know there are multiple ways to produce the required video clips.  Therefore, 
you may choose any video recording device and editing software that best fit your 
interest.  What is important is that your file is: 

1. Saved in one of the accepted file formats (flv, asf, qt, mov, mpg, mpeg, avi, wmv, mp4, m4v); 
2. File size for each clip is 200-300 MB or less; and, 
3. Audio quality is audible. 

 
Be sure to reference appropriate edTPA handbook for the specific requirements 
regarding your video submission.

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If you choose to use an iPhone or iPad as your video recording device, you will need the following:

Dropbox account and app (Free)

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Things to consider when setting up your iPhones and iPads  for video recording! 

Å SD (Standard Definition) video quality is recommended, as HD (High Definition) video quality 
creates too large of a clip.  Therefore, the ΨŦǊƻƴǘ-ŦŀŎƛƴƎΩ ŎŀƳŜǊŀ (self-portrait side/the side of the 
screen) is suggested.  (Rear camera records in HD.)  
 

Å Use a sturdy tripod/stand to avoid shaking images, which often stem from hand-held video camera.   
 

Å Consider the light source.

ï Be thinking about where you and your students will be during the activities to be portrayed on the video. 

 
ï If you want the scorer to be able to read the board, be sure that there is enough light for the camera to pick 

it up and not so much that there is a reflection.  You may submit a separate document with the writing if it is 
critical to understand the video clip.

BE SURE THE SCREEN SIDE FACING 
THE CLASS! 

 

Tap the camera icon to record. 

 

When ready, tap on the RED button to 
begin record.  Tap again to stop 
recording.   

 

Then, notice the Gray [Retake] and 
BLUE [USE] options (bottom-right/left).   

 

If you are satisfied with what you just 
recorded, tap [USE] to continue.   
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Notice the THREE sections of your 
iMovie screen: 

 

Video: This is where your clip(s) are 
listed. 

 

My Project: Displays the clip you are 
currently viewing/editing. 

 

Editing space/Bottom half of screen:  
Where you will scroll your clip 
(left/right) to determine the beginning 
and end of your clip.   

 

*  Your final clip needs to be 
continuous with no breaks in the

Using left/right scrolling, align where 
you want to trim you clip. 

 

Notice the [YELLOW] border around 
the clip in the bottom/editing space. 
This indicates your selection.  (Tap to 
select-tap again to de-select.)

To trim your video, align the beginning 
of your video segment to the [RED]

Å SWIPE ǘƘŜ ώw95ϐ ǾŜǊǘƛŎŀƭ ΨŎǳǘΩ ƭƛƴŜ-
top to bottom. 

Å Select unwanted segment (now 
right ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ώw95ϐ ΨŎǳǘΩ ƭƛƴŜ. 

Å Tap twice ς select to delete.

Tap on iMovie icon near top of screen 
to begin file saving process.   
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
